WHAT 2011 HOLDS IN STORE

Affiliated Programme
Dressage Masters’ League
There will be five events at Hickstead with other  qualifiers around the country.  The Hickstead shows on 13 April, 1 & 21 May  and 2 June are qualifiers for the 2011  semi-finals (22-25 June), and the 24 August show will count towards the 2012 series.
June Premier League Show
This show includes the Premier League events with the Dressage Masters’ Southern semi-finals and the Hickstead Para Championships.
July International

The Hickstead Dressage International show features top international riders in the Exquis World  Dressage Masters CDI5*/CDI3*/CDY/CDJ, the British Young Horse at Hickstead Championships and the finals of the Hickstead Dressage Masters National Championships.   
Unaffiliated Programme

Events for the bedrock participants in the sport in the Prelim to Advanced Medium groupings.  There is something for everyone, including the South East Championships in May, and Dressage at Hickstead’s own Unaffiliated Championships in September.   This year we are introducing Amateur and Open sections in all classes (see entry form) and a special championship for amateur riders with horses over 15 years of age. UNAFFILIATED COMPETITION RULES AND CONDITIONS

General

Unless otherwise stated competitions will be conducted under British Dressage Rules and the rules set out below.  All entries are made in full knowledge and acceptance of these rules.

Eligibility

Classes 1 & 2:  Amateur & Open sections (see entry form).
Classes 3 & 4: open to horses with less than 50 points (Amateur & Open sections).  

Classes 5 & 6: open to horses with less than 120 points (Amateur & Open sections).
Classes 7 & 8: open to all (Amateur & Open sections).

Class substitution: if your chosen class is full the organisers reserve the absolute right to move your entry to another class at the same level.

Rosettes: to 6th place.

Prizes: in kind.

SEPTEMBER DRESSAGE AT HICKSTEAD CHAMPIONSHIPS

QUALIFYING RULES

Eligibility 

By horse/rider combination in the four championship classes.  Horse/rider combinations may qualify at more than one level.  N.B: combinations which have qualified for the British Dressage Regional Championships at the relevant level are not eligible.
Qualifying points
A competitor must have won 15 or more points in the Dressage at Hickstead unaffiliated series to qualify for a place in the championships.  Points are awarded as follows: 10 for 1st place, 9 for 2nd and so on down to 1 for 10th place at each level.  Competitors are required to keep a record of their points won on the qualification card provided.

Amendment of Qualifying Level

The organisers reserve the right at their discretion to amend the points qualifying limit to meet the requirements of available spaces and times.

Competitors are asked to park thoughtfully and carefully in accordance with notices.  Please pick up and remove all horse and dog droppings and litter.  Dogs must be kept on leads under control at all times.
